New Business


Garbage Cart ordinance

Currentl,y, garbage carts must be removed from the  city right of way. In the next 3 to 4 months we may get an ordinance requiring carts to be removed from the front yard in Historic Districts. 

Front yard parking proposed ordinance is continuing to be revised. .SGA supports this ban with an exemption for Game Days. There will be no exemption for Game Day front yard parking in Historic Districts. Jimmy Cockrane moved and Rocky Cicatiello seconded a motion to support this proposed ordinance.  The motion passed unanimously. Council members need to be lobbied on this issue.

Other Business

The Planning Commission wants a design standard specified for post and chain barriers. A motion was made for OCA to request the Historic Preservation Commission to define a standard for these barriers, Jimmy Cochrane made the motion, John Sheffield seconded it and the motion passed unanimously.
