Long Range Planning


LaDonnah went on a night tour with University officials to observe lighting


in the campus area.  She reported that many alleys are dark.  Councilman


Garrison reported that a survey is being taken and needs determined for 


adding adequate lighting.  This is particularly important, as student parking is 
being reconfigured to back yards in certain areas. There is concern about the 


space at Rock Quarry Elementary as it is reported that  the school will open 

filled to capacity.  There are questions about what this means in the future for students on the south side of the river that are currently zoned for that school.

University Blvd. /Queen City buffer zone


Linda Albritton reported that the Historic Preservation Commission is

“buffer status for the south east corner of University Blvd. and Queen City Ave. 


This area is currently undesignated and is between Audubon and College Park


Historic Districts.  This will be discussed at the March meeting of the 


Historic Preservation Commission.


TDOT Presentation on Sewer System

Joe Robinson gave us copies of an 1860 map of our area. There is an earlier Narional Geographic map showing an Indian Village in our area in 1638.

In the older parts of town, there are sewer lines that sometimes run under 

dwellings and are connected to each other.  This can cause problems with more than one dwelling when a line backs up.  The older lines do not meet current city

code.  It is the responsibility of the homeowner to maintain lines to the house from the main city lateral lines.  The city evaluates problems as they occur to determine where the responsibility lies with the city or homeowner.  As work 

is done on streets and sewer lines are exposed sometimes problems are found such as a recent leak at the intersection of Bryant and Queen City.  These are addressed when they are found.  Many older lines are decayed and are being replaced with 

other pipes when practical.  New subdivision sewer/water lines are constructed by developers. They are required to adhere to city code and inspected  by the city as they are built.
